Introduction to NCHS

Nindilingarri Cultural Health Services is an Aboriginal community controlled Health organisation. It be gan
1995, following awide reaching community meeting aimed at establishing the type of health service the
local community wanted. The clear message from this consultation was that the community warted e
holistic, culturally appropriate service that recognises the impact ofriglmal law, culture, spirit and lanc

issues on the health of the community.

The community also specified that they wanted an Aboriginal community controlled health organisatior
that focused on disease prevention and health promotion. Most importantlgy tiwvanted a service tha

worked together with the existing mainstream hospital service to avoid service duplication and improve
the quality of services for local people. It was from this consultation that the concept of a partnership
between the Fitzroy My Health Service, Kimberley Population Health Unit and Nindilingarri Cu'tural

Health Services emerged.

NCHS has 2 main divisions, which are:

Health Services: Health Promotion Team
Environmental Services Team
Alcohol, Drug and Mentddealth Services

Community Services: Home and Community Care Services
Home Dialysis Facility

An all Aboriginal committee governs Nindilingarri Cultural Health Services. In line with the constituticn, the
committee is made upf a representative from each of the main language groups within the Fitzroy Valley
(i.,e. Bunuba, Gooniyandi, Walmajarri, and Wangkatjungka). The Nindilingarri Cultural Health S=rvic
